Assistance required from clubs:

Each vaulter will be required to list a helper for the event when nominating; one helper per
vaulter including contact number. A helpers’ roster will be published in the week prior to the
event. The final roster will be posted on the morning of each competition day. It is the



responsibility of each vaulter and their helper to ensure that they check this roster and complete
their nominated tasks or find an appropriate substitute person to do so.
