
  
 
    
 

The Field Days Association would like to remind all competitors that 
the camping and stable cost is set by the Lockyer Indoor Equestrian Centre 

and we have no control over the fee charged. 
 
Please note that all stables are the same cost, $40 for the two days, extra days will be charged at $20 
per day. 
 
Camping is charged at $24 for the two days, extra days will be charged at $12 per day. 
 
Competitors are requested to enter and leave by the Yates Street gate at all times which is off 
Woodlands Road.  If gate is closed ring the mobile numbers that will be displayed on the gate.  NO 
ENTRY through Woodlands Road gate at all for competitors. 
 
On ARRIVAL at the showgrounds please report to the Horse Super’s Office in the caravan located 
at the southern end of the Indoor Equestrian Centre. 
 
Due to limited camping areas ONLY competitor’s horse vehicles will be permitted to stay within the 
camping area.  All other vehicles will be moved to the parking areas or if not authorised, out of the 
grounds. 
 
ALL MANURE AND SOILED BEDDING IS TO BE TAKEN TO THE DESIGNATED AREAS. 
 
NOTE: FEED AND BEDDING IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE EXHIBITOR. 
 
Saturday: Gates will be closed at 7pm. 

One manned gate will be left open for use by emergency vehicles only. 
 
Wristbands: Are to be worn at all times. 

Any individual not wearing a wristband will be required to leave the area. 
 
THE DEADLINE FOR ENTRIES IS 1st MARCH 2013. 
Competitors please note the following: 

• Stables will be allocated on a first in first allocated basis (at the executive’s discretion) 

• Competitors are requested not to arrive at the Gatton Showgrounds until Friday 3
rd

, unless 

pre-arranged as per entry forms, otherwise stable and camping fees will be charged by the 

Lockyer Indoor Equestrian Centre who operates the stables and camping areas. 

• Stables must be left clean, inspected by the Horse Superintendent and locked when 

competitors leave the showgrounds otherwise the Lockyer Indoor Equestrian Centre will be 

charging a fee of $25 to the Field Days association and hence will be on-charged to those 

competitors responsible. 

• Please inform the Secretary by e-mail (heavyhorsesgatton@hotmail.com) prior to Tuesday 

30th April if a horse is being scratched so that the stable can be re-allocated and a refund of 

the stable fee can be returned to you. 

• Powered sites are available for camping. 

• Extension Leads used on the grounds are to comply with Workplace Health & Safety 

Regulations, hence ALL leads that are used must be tested and have a CURRENT safety 

tag and be used in conjunction with portable Earth-Leakage Circuit Breaker (ELCB). 

• Competitors camping will be issued with a “Camping Ticket” which must be displayed at their 

campsite. 

• NO VISITORS WILL BE PERMITTED TO SPEND THE NIGHT ON THE SHOWGROUNDS 

DURING THE FIELD DAYS.  THIS IS RESERVED FOR COMPETITORS ONLY WHO MUST 

HAVE THEIR WRISTBANDS ON.  VISITORS WILL BE EVICTED FROM THE 

SHOWGROUNDS AFTER HOURS AS CAMPING SITES WILL BE CHECKED. 
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
